Churches re-opening for private prayer 

St. Michael’s Parish church, Athy     St. Mary’s, Barrowhouse 

St Ita’s, Kilmeade.                             St. Laurence, Crookstown 

Church of Holy Trinity, Moone  
are now open.  Following HSE guidelines, a number of restrictions will 
be in place-enter by one door exit by another door, with a one way  
system in operation.  A section of the church will be opened allowing 
private prayer and access to shrines to light a candle. 
Hand sanitisers are installed at all the doors-please use them.  
Please respect social distancing.  
Public Mass with congregations returned on Monday, 29th June. 
At present only 97 people maximum will be allowed in.   
This will be on a first come first served basis.  Everyone else is invited 
to attend Mass in their cars or in the car park tuning in  the Parish radio 
or watching live steaming on mobile phones.  Holy Communion will be 
brought outside. 
Saturday Mass will be at the usual time of 6 pm. 
Sunday Masses will 10.30 am and 12.30 pm.  The later time of 12.30 
pm is to allow sufficient time for cleaning and sanitising of the church. 
Mass in Barowhouse wll be a 9 am. 
 

Mass is celebrated every weekday at 9.30 am. Rosary will be prayed 
at 9 am in St. Michael’s Church, Athy.  Parish Church will be open 
until 5 pm every weekday.

Baptisms take place in Athy on 1st & 3rd Sunday of the month at  
2.30 pm starting in August. Because of the number of Baptisms that 
were postponed the parish will take bookings for extra Sundays if  
necessary.
