Directors have agreed that the 
standard fee for a funeral 

through the Dublin Diocese be 
€325 from the 1st July and  

will be increased to €400 on  
1st January 2020.  

This fee includes the payment 
to the church as well as the 

offering to the priest and the 
sacristan. While this fee for 
funerals will be asked for in 

the Parishes of Athy,  
Narraghmore and Moone,  

discretion will be used in all 
situations where families are 

experiencing financial  
hardship.
