On 3" May, the government announced
the roadmap for reopening society and
lifting Covid 19 restrictions.

All churches are closed until 20™ July
Phase 4, on 20" July states that ‘Places
of worship can be opened,’ (including
for Mass), ‘with social distancing
measures.” We are planning to open the
churches for private prayer from Mon.
8th June on weekdays between

10 am-5 pm. Prior to the opening we
need to clean the churches and to make
them safe by implementing the HSE
guidelines.

Funerals The current restrictions will
remain in place. Funerals, including
those who died Covid 19 positive, can
hold a funeral Mass in church.
Attendance at funerals is kept to a max
of 10 ﬁeo le-and only members of the
house olcll), close family or close friends.
Social distancing and hand hygiene
guidelines are adhered to.

Phase Two which is on 8" June, allows a
slightly larger number of people to
attend funerals. This number will be
announced closer to 8" June.
